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The 1st purpose for our lives is to Know and love God. Period! 
 
1 John 1:3, We proclaim to you what we ourselves have actually seen and heard 
so that you may have fellowship with us. And our fellowship is with the Father and 
with his Son, Jesus Christ. 
1 Cor.13:14, The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and 
the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all. Amen. 
Mark 3:14, And He chose twelve to be with Him, and to send to preach 
Ephesians 1:4, Even before he made the world, God loved us and chose us in 
Christ to be holy and without fault in his eyes. 
Ephesians 1:17 I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious 
Father, may give you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, in the knowledge of Him.  
Colossians 1:9,10 For this reason, since the day we heard about you, we have not 
stopped praying for you and asking God to “fill you with the knowledge of His will 
in all spiritual wisdom and understanding,” so that you may walk in a manner 
worthy of the Lord and may please Him in every way: bearing fruit in every good 
work, “growing in the knowledge of God.”  
  
The word for knowledge here 
 is Epiginosis- knowledge gained through “first-hand relationship" – properly,

words a relationship “Intimacy with God” that comes from spending heart to Heart, 
spirit to Spirit time with your Father!  
 
A relationship is not once in a while. A relationship takes time and consistency! 
 
1 John 4:19 says, We love Him, because He first loved us.  
This is eternal life that they may know you? John 17:3  
 
This word to know here is ginosko a verb to know to recognize, knowing though 
personal experiential first hand acquaintance, and its used in Luke 1:34 
 
Luke 1:34 And Mary (a virgin) said to the angel, How will this be since I do 
not know (sexual intimacy) a man?
